ResolUtion, Finance Department, No.RPS~1288/568/SER-10, dated 3rd
October 1985 the rates of Travelling Allowance have been revised.

. Thereafter  under the Government Resolutionm, Finance Department,
No.Pravas-1689/48/89/SER-5, dated 29.8.1989, certain restrictions
on Alr Travel have been removed and under para 5 thereof, the -
‘Government Officers drawin%'pa in the pay scale of Rs.7300-100--
7600 and above are held e igigle to travel by "Executive Class"
while travelling in India by air. Similarly according to para
4(i1) of the Governmeat Resolution, Finance Department dated
3.10.1988 the Government Officers drawing pay in the pay range of -
Rs.5100 and above are held eligible to travel by A.C. Ist Class.
But since ecenomy measures are to be implemented with immediate .
effect, Government has decided to impose certain restrictions on
travelling by air and railway, . . S

2. Government is pleased to direct that the Government
Officers, drawing pay in the pay-scale of Rs.7300-100-7600 and
above shall not hereafter be eligible for "Executive Class" while
travelling by air, All the Government Officers who are eligible
to travel by ailr, will be eligible for "Economy GClass" only,
while travelling by air. Similarly the Officers who are eligible
to travel by railway by A.C. Ist Class shall not, hereafter, be.
eligible to travel by A.C. Ist Class including the journey by
Rajdhani Express. :

3. These orders are applicable to the Chalrman, Director and
other officers in the Public Sector Undertakings and Boards etc.
also. The concerned Administrative Departments of the Mantralaya
should bring these orders to the Notice of the Public Sector
Undertakings and Boards wunder thelir administrative control
immediately. : ‘ :

4. These orders shall take effect from 1st April 1992.
