No.Jamin.2018/C.R. 28 /J-1.—The following draft of rules further to amend the Maharashtra
Land Revenue (Disposal of Government Lands) Rules, 1971, which the Government of Maharashtra,
proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clause (Ixiii) of sub-section
(2) of section 328 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966 (Mah. XLI of 1966) and all other
powers enabling it in that behalf, is hereby published as required by sub-section (7) of section 329
of the said Code, for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby given
that the said draft will be taken into consideration by the Government of Maharashtra on or after
5th September, 2018.

2. Any objection or suggestion, which may be received by the Additional Chief Secretary (Revenue),
to the Government of Maharashtra, Revenue and Forests Department, Madam Cama Marg, Hutatma
Rajguru Chowk, Mantralaya, Mumbai-400 032, from any person with respect to the said draft on or before
the aforesaid date, will be considered by the Government.

DRAFT RULES

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Land Revenue (Disposal of Government Lands)
(*Third Amendment) Rules, 2018.

2. After rule 43 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue (Disposal of Government Lands) Rules, 1971,
the following rule 43A shall be inserted, namely :—

“43A. Government’s powers to frame scheme for regularization of encroachment.—
Subject to the provisions of proviso to section 51 of the Code, notwithstanding anything contained in
these rules, the Government may frame scheme for the whole State or a specific part of the State, by
general or special order for regularization of encroachment on Government lands for residential
purpose on such terms and subject to such conditions as may be specified in such scheme. Such
scheme may inter-alia provide for the eligibility criteria, the terms of regularization and the Authority
competent for such regularization, etc.”

3. After rule 51 of the Maharashtra Land Revenue (Disposal of Government Lands) Rules, 1971,
the following rule 52 shall be inserted, namely :—

“52. Powers of Government to relax provisions of any rule.—The Government may, for
the reasons to be recorded in writing, relax any of these rules in respect of a case which, in its
opinion, is of a special nature.”
