 made in this behalf, in so far as they relate to the matters contained herein,;

information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby

given that the said draft will be taken into consideration by the Government
of Maharashtra on or after the 25th day of June, 2012.

DRAFT RULES
No. Council. 2012/C. R. 97/EGS-10.—In exercise of the powers conferred
by sub-section (I) of section 17 of the Maharashtra Employment Guarantee
Act,1977 (Mah XX of 1978), and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf,
and in supersession of all existing rules, orders or instruments made in
this behalf, in so far as they relate to the matters contained herein; the
Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the following rules, the same

‘having been previously published as required by sub-section (3) of the said
section 17, as follows namely :—

1. Short title—These rules may be called the Maharashtra
Employment Guarantee Council Rules, 2012.

9 . Definitions—In these rules, unless the context otherwise
requires—

(a) ¢ Act ” means the Maharashtra Employment Guarantee Act
1977 (Mah.XX 0f 1978) ;

o
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(b) “Chairperson” means the Chairperson of the State Council ;

(¢) “Council” or “State Council” means the Maharashtra state
Employment Guarantee council constituted under sub-section (1) of
section 4 ;

(d) “EGS” means the Employment Guarantee Scheme of the
Government ; -

(e) “Executive Chairperson” means Co-Chairperson of the State
Council ;

() “Executive Committee” means the Executive Committee of the
State Council constituted under sub-rule (1) of rule 8 ;
() “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra;

(h) “MGNREGS” means the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural
Employment Guarantee Scheme ;

(z) “Member” means the Member of the Council and includes
Chairperson and Member—Secretary ;

() “Panchayat Raj institutions” means the Zilla Parishads and
Panchayat Samitis and Village Panchayat as per the Maharashtra
Zilla Parishads and Panchayat Samities Act,1961 (Mah.V of 1962);

(k) “Section” means the section of the Act ;

(D) “Scheme” means the scheme notified under sub-section (2) of
section 7 of the Act ;

(m) words and expression used but not defined herein shall have
the meaning respectively assigned to them in the Act.

3. Terms and conditions of appointment of members.— (1) The

term of official members shall be during the period he holds the office by
virtue of which he is a Member.

I

(2) A non-official member shall be appointed for a period of two years
or till any other member appointed in his place takes charge, whichever -
is earlier.

(3) The non-official members nominated under sub-section (1) of section
4 shall be entitled to receive for the purpose of attending meetings of
the State Council or in connection with the functions of the scheme or
for the work in connection with the affairs of the council, at the
headquarters at Mumbai or at any other place, the travelling allowance
and daily allowance at the rate, as admissible as per Government
Resolution.
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(4) The non-official members sh all be entitled to receive honorarium
at the rate as admissible as per Government Resolution for attending
the meeting held by the State Council or for any other work approved by
the State Council.

(5) For entitlement for the purposes of sub-rules (2) and (3), it is
necessary to submit anote pre approved by the Member-Secretary.

4. Resignation and removal of non-official member.— (1) A
non-official member may,—

(@) by writing under hishand addressed to the Chairperson, resign
his office at any time and the resignation shall take effect from the
date of its acceptance.

(b) be removed fromhis office, in case e incurs any disqualification
mentioned in sub-rule (2).

(2) Without prejudice to the powers. of the State Government for
removal of a member under sub-rule (2) of rule 3, the State Government’
may, remove from office a non-official member ifhe,--

(i) has been adjudged as an insolvent; or

(ii) has been convicted for'an offence involving moral turpitude; or

(iii) has become physically or mentally incapable of acting as a
member; or

(iv) has acquired such financial or other interest as is likely to:
affect prejudicially his functions as such member,or b

(v) has so abused his position as to render his continuation in office
prejudicial to public interests, or

(vi) remains absent for three consecutive meetings of the State

Council except for reasons beyond his control or without the permission
of the Chairperson.

(3) Any vacancy in the office of the State Council due to resignation,
death, removal or otherwise of non-official member shall be filled from
the same category which such member was representing and the person
appointed to fill in the vacancy shall hold office so long as the member in
whose place he was appointed would have held the office, if such vacancy
had not occurred.

5. Meetings of State Council.—(1) The State Council shall meet at
least twice in a year or more frequently as it may deem mecessary, at its

i .-
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headquarters at Mumbai or at such place and at such times, as may be
decided by the Chairperson or the Executive Chairperson :

Provided that, six months shall not intervene between two meetings of
the State Council.

(2) The Chairperson shall preside over at every meeting of the State
Council, at which he is present, and in his absence, the Executive
Chairperson shall preside over such meeting.

(3) Not less than one-third of the Members shall constitute the quorum
for the meetings of the State Council.

6. Procedure of Meetings.— (1) Not less than one-third of the
Members shall constitute the quorum for the meetings of the State Council.

(2) Ifthereisnoquorum for the meeting, the Chairperson or Executive
Chairperson, either or who is present and presides over the meeting
may postpone the meeting on the same or on any other day and time
and no quorum shall be required for such adjourned meeting.

(8) Every question put up for decision of the State Council shall be
decided by the majority of the members present and voting at the meeting.
In case of equality of votes, the person presiding shall have a casting
vote.

(4) The Member-Secretary shall, after obtaining the approval of the
Chairperson, circulate the minutes of such meeting

7. Custody and maintenance of records of State Council :—The
Member-Secretary of the State Council chall be responsible for the custody
and maintenance of the records of the Council.

8. Executive Committee.—(1) The State Council may constitute a
Committee to be called the Executive Committee to assist it to discharge
the duties and perform the functions assigned to it.

(2) The Executive Committee constituted under sub-rule (1) shall consist
of :—

() Minister for EGS . ~ Chairperson;
(i) State Minister for EGS i Member ;
(i) Principal Secretary (EGS). i Member ;

(iv) Commissioner, MGNREGS .. Member ;

E——
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(v) One District Progamme Co-ordinator ... Member ;
to be nominated by the State Council.

(i) One Joint District Programme o Member ;
Co-ordinator to be nominated by the '

State Council.

(vii) An Officer of the State Government Member-
not below the rank of Deputy Secretary ;
Secretary to Government working in
respect of MGNREGS.

(viii) Three non-official members of the Member.

State Council, appointed by the
Chairperson of the State Council.

9. Functions of the Executive Committee.— (1) Subject to the
general superintendence and directions of the State Council, the Executive
Committee shall perform the following duties and functions, namely :—

(a) take steps to give effect to the decisions made by the State
Council;

(b) manage the administrative and financial affairs of the State
Council;

(¢) sanction expenditure in connection with the affairs of the State
Council;

(d) appoint expert groups or Committees for technical and non
technical support and render advice to improve the quality of
implementation of the Act; 1

(e) assist the State Council for carrying out its functions and duties
assigned as per sub-sections (3) and (4) of section 4;

(P exercise such powers and perform such function as may be
entrusted to it by the State Council, :

(2) The Executive Committee shall meet at least once in three months
or more frequently, if required by the Chairperson of the Executive
Committee.

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10. Funds of State Council.—The State Council shall meet its
expenses in connection with the affairs and functions-entrusted to it under
the Act or these rules from the annual orquarterly credit limit released to
it by the Planning Department (EGS) of the Government from the approved
Annual budget for EGS.
