4, Government is also pleased‘to direct that above order should mutatis mutandis,
apply to those cmployees of Recognised and Aided Educationai lnstitutions;
Non-Agncultural Universities and Affiliated Non-Govemment Colleges and Agricultural -
Universities to whom the pension scheme is made applicable.

5. In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Section 248 of the Maharashtra
Zila Parshads and Panchayat Samities Act 1961 (Mah. V of 1962) and of all the other
powers enabling it in that behalf, Government is further pleased to decide that the above
