NOTIFICATION
CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. MCS-2022/CR.46/SER-4.— In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309
of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following
rules further to amend the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982, namely :-

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) (Second Amendment)
Rules, 2024.

2. In Rule 10 of Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 (hereinafter referred to as
the “the principal Rules”), —

(a) in sub-rule (1) for the word and letters “Class IV”, the word and letter “Group D” shall
be substituted;

(b) in sub-rule (2) for the word and letters “Class IV”, the word and letter “Group D” shall
be substituted;

(e) in sub-rule (4),—
(i) in clause (a), in sub-clause (ii), in the proviso,-

(a) for the word and letters “Class II1”, at both the places where they occur, the
word and letter “Group C” shall be substituted;

(b) for the word and letters “Class I or Class II”, at both the places where they
occur, the word and letters “Group A or Group B” shall be substituted;

(i) in clause (b), for the word and letters “Class II1”, the word and letter “Group C”
shall be substituted;

(it1) in clause (c), for the word and letters “Class IV”, the word and letter “Group D”
shall be substituted;

(d) in the Explanation, after clause (3), the following clause shall be added and deemed to
have been added with effect from the 25th May 1984, namely: —

“4) A Government servant who retires on attaining the age of fifty or fifty-five years or a
Government servant who himself retires by giving three months’ notice in writing to the appropriate
authority, he will retire from Government service immediately after the expiry of the three months’
notice.” .

3. In rule 11 of principal Rules for the word and letters “Class IV”, at both the places where
they occur, the word and letter “Group D” shall be substituted.

4. Rule 12 of the principal Rules shall be deleted.
5. Rule 14 of the principal Rules shall be deleted.
6. Rule 15 of the principal Rules shall be deleted.
7. Rule 17 of the principal Rules shall be deleted.
8. Rule 18 of the principal Rules shall be deleted.

9. In rule 32 of principal Rules, in the proviso, for the word and letters “Class IV” the word and
letter “Group D” shall be substituted.

10. In rule 38 of principal Rules, in sub-rule (2), for the words “Audit Officer”, the words “Head
of Office” shall be substituted with effect from 1st January 1990.
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11. In rule 57 of the principal Rules,—

(a) in clause (a) for the words “Government servants”, the word “Employees” shall be
substituted;

(b) in clause (b) for the words “Government servants”, the word “Employees” shall be
substituted;

(c) in clause (c) for the words “Government servants”, the word “Employees” shall be
substituted;

(d) in clause (d) for the words “Government servants”, the word “Employees” shall be
substituted;

(e) after clause (e), the following clause shall be added, namely:-
“(f) Employee appointed for a specific period or seasonal or contract basis.”;

12. In rule 65 of the principal Rules, the existing Explanation shall be re-numbered as
“Explanation I” and after Explanation I as so renumbered, the following Explanation shall be added
and shall be deemed to have been added with effect from the 25th May 1984, namely:-

“Explanation I1.- A Government servant who retires on completion of thirty years of qualifying
service, or a Government servant who himself retires by giving three months’ notice in writing to
the appropriate authority, he will retire from Government service immediately after the expiry of
the three months’ notice.”.

13. In rule 66 of the principal Rules,—

(1) after sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be added and shall be deemed to have been
added with effect from the 15th August 1982, namely:-

“(1A).- The approved War Service or Military Service rendered by a Government servant
before entering civil service is allowed to be counted for the purpose of pension under specific
rules / orders governing the same. This service will be considered qualifying service for the
purposes of sub-rule (1).”

(2) in sub-rule (2),—

(a) before the existing proviso, the following proviso shall added and shall be deemed to
have been added with effect from the 15th August 1982, namely:-

“Provided that, before accepting a notice of voluntary retirement of Government servant
under sub-rule (1) above, the appointing authority shall first satisfy himself that he has
completed twenty years of qualifying service on the date of giving the notice. In any case,
notice is given before completion of twenty years of qualifying service and the period of notice
ends after completion of twenty years of qualifying service, notice should not be accepted.”;

(b) in the existing proviso for the words “Provided that”, the words “Provided further that”
shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 15th
August 1982.

14. In rule 71 of the principal Rules, for the word and letters “Class IV”, the word and letter
“Group D” shall be substituted.

15. In Rule 110 of principal Rules, after sub-rule (4),—

(1) the following sub-rule shall be added and shall be deemed to have been added, for the
period commencing on the 1st April 2014 and ending on the 31st December 2018, namely:-

“(5) Pensioners at the age of 80 years and above shall receive a ten per cent. increase in
the pension.”;

(2) the following sub-rule shall be added and shall be deemed to have been added with effect
from 1st January 2019, namely:-
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“(5) Pensioners at the age of 80 years and above shall receive increase in the pension in
the following manner:-

Sr. Nos. Age of Pensioner Increase in Pension
1 Age 80 to 85 years Increase in basic pension ten per cent.;
2 Age above 85 to 90 years Increase in basic pension fifteen per cent.;
3 Age above 90 to 95 years Increase in basic pension twenty per cent.;
4 Age above 95 to 100 years Increase in basic pension twenty-five per cent.;
5 Age above 100 years Increase in basic pension fifty per cent.

The additional quantum of pension on attaining the age of 80, 85, 90, 95 or 100 years would be
admissible from the 1st day of the month, in which date of birth of pensioner falls.”

16. Inrule 111 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (2), after the proviso, the following Explanation
shall be added and shall be deemed to have been added with effect from the 15th August 1982,
namely: —

“Explanation - While calculating the qualifying service, three months or more shall be
treated as full half year and shall be counted as qualifying service. The said provision is applicable
for calculating the amount of retirement / death gratuity.”

17. In Rule 116 of principal Rules, —

(1) in sub-rule (2), in clause (¢) after the words “retirement from service” the words “or removed
from service” shall be added and shall be deemed to have been added from 15th August 1982.

(2) after sub-rule (2),

(a) the following sub-rule shall be added and shall be deemed to have been added for the
period commencing on the 1st April 2014 and ending on the 31st December 2018, namely:—

“(2-A) Family pensioners at the age of 80 years and above shall receive a ten per cent.
increase in the family pension.”

(b) after sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be added and shall be deemed to have
been added with effect from the 1st January 2019, namely:-

“(2-A) Family pensioners at the age of 80 years and above shall receive increase in the
family pension in the following manner:-

Sr. Nos. Age of Family Pensioner Increase in Family Pension
1 Age 80 to 85 years Increase in basic family pension ten per cent.;
2 Age above 85 to 90 years Increase in basic family pension fifteen per cent.;
3 Age above 90 to 95 years Increase in basic family pension twenty per cent.;
4 Age above 95 to 100 years | Increase in basic family pension twenty-five per cent.;
5 Age above 100 years Increase in basic family pension fifty per cent.

The additional quantum of family pension on attaining the age of 80, 85, 90, 95 or 100 years
would be admissible from the 1st day of the month, in which date of birth of family pensioner falls.”

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(v) in Form 12, the following Form shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have been
substituted with effect from the 7th May 2019, namely:-
