No. RR 2019/Regular Field Worker/CR 805/Seva 5.- In
exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309
of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is
hereby pleased to make the following rules regulating
recruitment to the posts of Regular Field Worker (male), Group-
D in the Commissionarate of Health Services under the Public
Health Department of the Government of Maharashtra, namely:-
1 These rules may be called the Regular Field Worker
(male), Group-D, in the Commissionarate of Health Services
under the Public Health Department of the Government of
Mabharashtra (Recruitment) Rules, 2021.

p In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,-

(a) "Commissionerate" means the Commissionerate of
Health Services under the Public Health Department
of Government of Maharashtra;

(b) "Department” means the Public Health Department of
Government of Maharashtra;

(c) "Government" means the Government of
Maharashtra;

(d) "Seasonal Spraying Worker" means a seasonal worker
appointed for spraying pesticides under the National
Malaria Prevention Program;

(e) "Secondary School Certificate Examination" means
the Secondary School Certificate Examination
conducted by a Divisional Board constituted under
the Maharashtra Secondary and Higher Secondary
Education Boards Act, 1965 (Mah. XLI of 1965) and
includes any other examination declared by the
Government to be equivalent thereto;

(f) "Selection Committee" means a commitiee
constituted by the Government from time to time for
the purpose of selection of candidates for the direct
recruitment to the post of Group-C and Group-D in
the Government service.



3. Appointment to the post of Regular Field Worker, Group-D
in the Commissionarate of Health Services under the Public
Health Department shall be made from amongst the following
candidates on the basis of the results of competitive examination
to be held by the Selection Committee,-

(1) Seasonal Spraying Workers who,-

(a) are not less than eighteen years of age and not more
than thirty-eight years of age:

Provided that, the upper age limit shall be relaxed
upto five years in case of candidates belonging to
reserved category:

Provided also that, the upper age limit shall be forty-
five years of age in the case of Seasonal Spraying
Worker who has worked for one hundred and eighty
days under the National Vector Borne Disease
Control Program;

(b) have passed the Secondary School Certificate
Examination; and

(c) have worked for one hundred and eighty days as
Seasonal Spraying Worker under Malaria or Filariasis
Program and has done surveillance or anti-larvicide
and insecticidal spraying, releasing of Guppy fish in
mosquito breeding places etc. under District Malaria
Officer;

Or
(2) the candidates who,-

(a) are not less than eighteen years of age and not more
than thirty-eight years of age:
Provided that, the upper age limit shall be relaxed
upto five years in case of candidates belonging to
reserved category; and

(b) have passed the Secondary School Certificate
Examination.

4. Appointment to the post mentioned in rule 3 shall be made
from Seasonal Spraying Workers and other candidates in
the ratio of 50:50, respectively.



A person appointed by nomination to the post mentioned
in rule 3 shall submit a declaration of Small Family as per
the provisions of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Small
Family Declaration) Rules, 2005 or any other rules made
by the Government in that behalf, from time to time.

A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 shall be
liable for transfer within the District.
