5.- In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to

article 309of the Constitution of India and in supersession of
all existing rules, orders, resolutions or instruments made in
this behall the Govemor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to

make the following rules regulating recruitment to the post of
Non-Medical Health Officer Group-C in the Commissionarate

of Health Services under the Public l{ealth Department of the

Government of Maharashtr4 namely:-

l. These rules may be called the Non-Medical Health

Officer Group-C in the Commissionarate of Health Services

under the Public Health Department of the Govemment of
Maharashtra (Recruitment) Rules, 202 l.
2, In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,-

(a,) "Commissionerate" means the Commissionerate of
Health Services under the Public Health Department

of Govemment of Maharashtra;
(b) "Degree" means the degtee of any statutory

University;
(c) "Depa(ment" means the Public Health Department

ofthe Government of Maharashtra;

(d/ "Government" means the Govemment of
Maharashtra;

(e/ "Selection Committee" means a committee

constituted by the Government from time to time for

the purpose of selection of candidates for the direct

recruitment to the post of Group C and Group D in
the Government service.

3. Appointment to the post of Non-Medical Health Officer,

Group-C in the Commissionarate of Health Services

under the Public Health Department shall be made by

promotion of a suitable person on the basis of scniority

subject to fitness from amongst the persons having

minimum thrcc years rcgular servicc on the post of

4. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 shall
be required to pass the examinations in Marathi and
Hindi languages according to the rules made in that
behalf, unless he has already passed or has been

exempted from passing those examinations. A person

shall not be eligible for annual increment or for the
promotion, until he passes examinations in Marathi and

Hindi language or he has been exempted from passing

those examinations.

5. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3

should possess a Certificate in Computer Operations as

per the rules prescribed by the Govemment, from time to
time, within the stipulated period, unless he has been

exempted therefrom. A person shall not be eligible for
annual increment or for the promotion, until he possess

such a certificate in Computer Operations as per the
rules prescribed by the Govemment in that behalf or he
has he has been exempted therefrom.

6. A person appointed by nomination to the post mentioned
in rule 3 shall submit a declaration of Small Family as

per the provisions of the Maharashtra Civil Services
(Small Family Declaration) Rules,2005 or any other
rules made by the Government in that behalll from time
to time.

7. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 shall
be liable for transfer within the State.
