following rules regulating recruitment to the post of Pharmacist'

Group-C in the Commissionarate of Health Services under the

Public llealth Department of the Govemment of Maharashtra,

namely:-

These rules may be called the Pharmacist, Group-C in

the Commissionarate of Health Services under the

Public Health Department of the Government of
Maharashtra (Recruitment) Rules, 2021 .

(a) " Accredited Institution" means the Government

accredited institution;
(b) "Circle" means a District-wise group set up by the

Public Health Department for the administrative

purpose;

(c) "Commissionerate" means the Commissionerate of
Health Services under the Public Health Department

of Govemment of Maharashtra;

(d) "Degree" means the degree of any statutory

University;
(e/ "Department" means the Public Health Department

ofthe Government of Maharashtra;

(/ "Government" means the Govemment of
Maharashtra;

(g) "selection Committee" means a committee

constituted by the Govemment from time to time for

the purpose of selection of candidates for the direct

recruitment to the post of Group-C and Group-D in

the Government service.

3. Appointment to the post of Pharmacist, Group C in the

Commissionarate ol Health Services under the Public Health
Department shall be made from amongst the following
candidates on the basis of the results of competitive
examination to be held by selection committee who,-

4. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 shall be

required to pass the examinations in Marathi and Hindi
languages according to the rules made in that behalf, unless
he has already passed or has been exempted from passing

those examinations. A person shall not be eligible for annual
increment or for the promotion, until he passes examinations
in Marathi and Hindi language or he has been exempted from
passing those examinations.

5. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 should
possess a Certificate in Computer Operations as per the rules
prescribed by the Government, from time to time, within the
stipulated period, unless he has bcen exempted thcrefrom. A
person shall not be eligible for annual increment or for the
promotion, until he possess such a certificate in Computer
Operations as per the rules prescribed by the Govemment in
that behalfor he has he has been exempted therefrom.

6. A person appointed by nomination to the post mentioned in
rule 3 shall submit a declaration of Small Family as per the
provisions of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Small Family
Declaration) Rules, 2005 or any other rules made by the

(a) are not less than eighteen years ofage and not more than

thirty-eight years of age:

Provided that, the upper age limit shall be relaxed

upto five years in case of candidates belonging to
reserved category:

@/ Possess Degree in Pharmacology from a recognized
institution and registered as Pharmacist as per Pharmacy

Act 1948; or Diploma in Pharmacology and registered
as Pharmacist under the Pharmacy Act, 1948 along with
two years of experience as a Pharmacist in a

Government or Semi-Government or Accredited
Hospital or Private Registered Pharmacy,

on the basis ofthe results of competitive examination to be

held by Selection Committee
