NOTIFICATION

BuiLbiNg AND OTHER CoNsTRUCTION WORKERS (REGULATION OF EMPLOYMENT AND CONDITIONS OF SERVICE AcT, 1996)

No. Ebaka-2016/C.R.210/Lab-7.—In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (I) of sub-section
(2) of section 62 read with sub-section (3) of section 19 of The Building and Other Construction Workers
(Regulation of employment and conditions of service) Act, 1996 (27 of 1996), the Government of
Maharashtra after consultation with the expert committee constituted by section 5 of The Building and
Other Construction Workers (Regulation of employment and conditions of service) Act, 1996 (27 of 1996),
hereby makes the following rules to regulate the recruitment to the post of District Executive Officer
Maharashtra Building and Other Construction Workers welfare Board and Deputy District Executive Officer
Maharashtra Building and Other Construction Workers welfare Board, on the establishment of The
Maharashtra Building and other Construction workers welfare Board constituted by the Government of
Maharashtra namely:-

1. These rules may be called the District Executive Officer Maharashtra Building and Other Construction
Workers welfare Board and Deputy District Executive Officer Maharashtra Building and Other Construction
Workers welfare Board, in The Maharashtra Building and Other Construction Workers Welfare Board
(Recruitment) Rules, 2020.

2. In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise, —

(i) “Act” means The Building and Other Construction Workers (Regulation of Employment and
Conditions of Service) Act, 1996 (27 of 1996 );

(i) “Appointing Authority” means in respect of District Executive Officer Maharashtra Building
and Other Construction Workers welfare Board and Deputy District Executive Officer Maharashtra
Building and Other Construction Workers welfare Board, the Secretary of The Maharashtra Building
and Other Construction Workers Welfare Board ;

(iii) “Board” means The Maharashtra Building and Other Construction Workers Welfare Board
constituted under section 18 of Act ;

(iv) “Degree” means a degree of any discipline of a recognized University or any other qualification
declared by the Government to be equivalent thereto ;

(v) “Department” means Industries, Energy and Labour Department specified in the First Schedule
appended to the Maharashtra Government Rules of Business made under Article 166 of the
Constitution of India ;
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(vi) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra ;
(vii) “Post Graduate Degree” means Post graduate Degree of a recognized University or Institution ;

(viii) “Post Graduate Diploma” means Post graduate Diploma of a recognized University or
Institution ;

3. Appointment to the post of the District Executive Officer Maharashtra Building and Other
Construction Workers welfare Board shall be made either;

(a) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of seniority subject to fitness from amongst
the persons holding the post of Deputy District Executive Officer Maharashtra Building and Other
Construction Workers welfare Board having not less than 05 years regular service in that post under
the Board, or

(b) by nomination amongst the persons who fulfils the following conditions.

(i) are not more than 38 years of age and not more than 43 years of age in case of persons
belonging to reserved category. In case of persons already in service of Government or Semi
Government or Government undertakings or Boards and corporations, upper age limit will be
relaxed for the period of service rendered as Labour Officer or equivalent post in concerned
establishment of Government, Semi Government, Government undertakings, Board or
Corporation, for the period of seven years, whichever is less.

(i) Possess a degree, minimum in second class in any discipline of a recognized University
or any other qualification declared by the Government to be equivalent thereto, and possess a
Post Graduate Degree or Diploma in social work or Labour Welfare or Industrial Relations or
personal management or Labour Laws from a recognized University or Institution.

Provided that, preference shall be given to the person possessing a qualification in social
work or Labour Welfare or Industrial Relations or personal management or Labour Laws as
prescribed in sub clause (ii) and ;

(iii) Possess a Certificate in Computer Operations prescribed by the Directorate of Information
Technology, Government of Maharashtra from time to time, or

(c) by deputation of a suitable person holding a post of Assistant Commissioner of labour under
the Industries, Energy and Labour department or holding any other equivalent post.

4. Appointment to the post the Deputy District Executive Officer Maharashtra Building and Other
Construction Workers welfare Board shall be made either;

(a) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of seniority subject to fitness from amongst
the persons holding the post of “ Superintendent ” having not less than 03 years regular service in that
post under the Board and fulfilling the conditions enumerated in sub clause (ii) of clause (b) or

(b) by nomination amongst the persons who,-

(i) is not more than 38 years of age and not more than 43 years of age in case of persons
belonging to reserved category. In case of persons already in service of Government or Semi
Government or Government undertakings or Boards or Corporations, upper age limit will be
relaxed for the period of service rendered as Labour Officer or equivalent post in concerned
establishment of Government or Semi Government or Government undertakings or Boards or
Corporations, as the case may be, for the period of seven years, whichever is less ; and

(i) possess a Degree, minimum in second class in any discipline of a recognized University
or any other qualification declared by Government to be equivalent thereto, and possess a Post
Graduate Degree or Diploma in social work or Labour Welfare or Industrial Relations or personnel
Management or Labour Laws from a recognized University or Institution :
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Provided that, preference shall be given to the person possessing a qualification in social
work or Labour Welfare or Industrial Relations or personal management or Labour Laws as
prescribed in sub clause (ii) ; and

(iii) possess a Certificate in Computer Operations prescribed by the Directorate of Information
Technology, Government of Maharashtra from time to time, or

(c) by deputation of a suitable person holding a post of Government Labour Officer of labour
under the Industries, Energy and Labour department or holding any other equivalent post.

5. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3 and 4 by nomination shall be on probation for
a period of two years. Probation period may be extended maximum up to one year. A person appointed to
the post shall be required to pass the Examination prescribed by the Board (if any) and to complete the
prescribed training (if any) within the probation period and complete the probation period satisfactorily. If he
does not pass the Examination prescribed by the Board or does not complete the prescribed training or
does not complete the probation period satisfactorily or is not found suitable for the post, his services shall
be liable to be terminated.

6. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3 and 4 by nomination or promotion shall be
required to pass any Examination prescribed by the Board.

7. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3 and 4 shall be required to pass examinations
in Hindi and Marathi languages according to the rules made in that behalf, unless he has already passed,
or has been exempted from passing those examinations.

8. Appointment by promotion and nomination ,

(i) to the post of District Executive officer Maharashtra Building and Other Construction Workers
welfare Board shall be made in the ratio of 50 : 50 ;

(ii) to the post of Deputy District Executive officer shall be made in the ratio of 10 :90 ;

9. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 or 4 shall be liable for transfer anywhere in the
state of Maharashtra.

10. The Rules or policy reservation framed by Government from time to time shall be applicable for
the above post mentioned in rules 3and 4 .

11. A person appointed by nomination to the post mentioned in rules 3 and 4 shall be required to
submit physical fitness certificate issued by the medical authority not below the rank of Civil Surgeon while
joining to the post.
