Constitution of India.

No. SRV. 2010/C.R.1/10/12- In exercise of the powers conferred by the
proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of -
Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Divisional Cadre Structure and
Divisional Cadre Allotment for direct appointment by nomination to the
posts of Group A and Group B (Gazaited and Non-Gazatted) of the
Government of Maharashtra Rules, 2010.

2. These rules shall be applicable for Divisional Cadre allotment to
those posts in Group A and Group B which are filled in by direct
recruitment and for which requisition shall be sent to the Commission
or which shall be advertised by the Appointing authorities after one
month from the date of issue of these rules:

Provided that, these rules shall apply only to such posts which are
transferable at state level as per the recruitment rules and for which
the roaster is maintained at State level :

Provided further that, these rules shall apply only to such posts
having sanctioned cadre strength of thirty or more. The concerned
Administrative Department shall ensure the strength of such cadres.

3. In these Rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

(a) “Appointing Authority” means an authority competent to make
appointment to any post, cadre or service;

(b) “Commission” means the Maharashtra Public Service Commission ;

(c) “Divisional Cadre” means the Divisional Cadre of the six Revenue
Divisions of the State, mentioned in Schedule;

(d) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra ;

(e) “Group A and Group B posts” means the Group A and Group B
posts under control of the Government which are Classified by the
Government Order from time to time;

(p “Schedule” means the Schedule appended to the rules;
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(g) “Selection Committee or Selection Board” means the Selection
Committee or Selection Board constituted for appointment to Group A
and Group B, for those posts which are exempted from the purview of
the Commission {exemption from consultation) Regulation, 1965;

(h) “State” means the State of Maharashtra.

4. The appointment to the posts of Group A and Group B by
nomination shall be according to six Divisional Cadres mentioned in
the Schedule. The rules regarding allotment to these six Divisional
Cadres are as follows, namely:—

(a) for appointment to the post in Group A and Group B after
recommendation from the Commission or Selection Committee or
Selection Board, as the case may be, the concerned candidate shall
indicate his first preference to any one of the Divisional Cadre;

(b) after scrutiny of the prescribed certificates and other papers
the first preference given by the candidate shall be taken into
consideration. For this purpose, the Appointing Authority shall decide
the Divisional Cadre aliotment after taking into consideration the
preference and the merit number of the candidate in the concerned
select list or merit list;

(¢) while making Divisional Cadre allotment, if posts in nomination
quota are available in the Divisional Cadre for which the candidate
has given first preference, the Divisional Cadre allotment shall be
made accordingly, if posts are not available in the Divisional Cadre
for which first preference has been given by the candidate then in

case of such candidates Divisional Cadre allotment shall be made as
per the serial number in the merit list in the following order, ie.
(1) Nagpur (2) Amravati (3) Aurangabad (4) Konkan (5) Nashik and
(8) Pune, as mentioned in the Schedule:

Provided that, the Divisional Cadre allotment shall be made
proportionately taking into account vacancies in the Divisional Cadre
at the time of advertisement and vacancies at the time of actual
Divisional Cadre allotment;

(d) once posting is given, after consideration of the preference and
merit number as above, the candidate appointed in Group B shall
be required to complete minimum period of nine years; and the
candidate appointed in Group A shall be required to complete
minimum period of six years in that Divisional Cadre. After such
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posting, if promotion is given to the candidate before completion of
the period of nine years or six years, as the case may be, a posting
shall be given in the same Divisional Cadre after such promotion :

Provided that, if post is not available at the time of such promotion
in that Divisional Cadre then before completion of the period of nine
years or six years, as the case may be, a posting can be given in
other divisional cadre on promotion :

Provided further that, the period of nine years or six years, as
the case may be, is not completed due to non-availability of post in
that Divisional Cadre, then in case of such candidates posting can
be given again for the remaining period in the original Divisional
Cadre either by promotion or transfer :

Provided also that, after Divisional Cadre allotment for a period
of nine years or six yeors is completed in that Divisional Cadre, then
it shall be compulsory to give posting to such employee in any other
Divisional Cadre as per the availability of post; and it shall be
compulsory on the part of that employee to accept it ;

(e) a separate postwise list of employees working in every
Divisional Cadre shall be prepared by the Appointing Authority and
it shall also be necessary to update it from time to time.

5. In case of employees working in naxalite areas declared as naxalite
area by the Government, from time to time, the period they have worked
in these areas shall be deducted from the total peried of nine years or
six years, as the case may be. If minimum three years period is
completed in these areas, such employees in Group B shall be given
posting in the District of his/her choice in the same Divisional Cadre
subject to availability of post.

6. Before finalising the Divisional Cadre allotment on the occassion
of first appointment as per the provisions of rule 4, the concurrence of
the General Administration Department of the Government shall be
mandatory.

7. After Divisional Cadre allotment as per the provisions in these
rules, the transfers thereafter shall be made as per the provisions of
the Maharasthra Government Servants Regulation of Transfers and
Prevention of Delay in Discharge of Official Duties Act, 2005 (Mah. XXI

of 2006) and the rules made thereunder.
