- (h) "Secondary School Certificate Examination" means the fflral
examination conducted at the end of secondary stage of education by
a Divisional Board under the Maharashtra Secondary and High
Secondary Education Boards Act, 1965 (Mah. XLI of 1965) at the end
of the Secondary stage of education as defined in that Act and includes
any other Examination declared by Government to be equivalent
thereto.

3. Necessity of Passing Examination~-Every Clerk Typist whether
appointed by promotion or by nomination, before or after the appointed date
unless exempted from passing the Examination under rule 5, shall bE:;
required to pass the Examination for being eligible for promotion, as Awal
Karkun, in accordance with the provisions of these rules.

4. Eligibility to appear for Examination.-Every Clerk Typist who
has,-

(a) completed not less than three years continuous service in his

post; and

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(b) passed the Sub-Service Departmental Examination or Revenue
Clerk Departmental Examination, as the case may be shall be eligible
t~pear for the Examination.

5. Exemption from Passing Examination.-The following persons

~all be exempted from passing the Examination-
-'" (a) a person who has already been confirmed in the post of Awal

Karkun, proper or other posts included in the cadre of Awal Karkun,
before the appointed date;

(b) a person who has already passed the Revenue Qualifying
Examination before the appointed date;

(c) a person who has attained the age offorty-five years on or after
the 1st day of November 1977:

Provided that, once the seniority lost by him in accordance with the
provisins of rule 7, shall not be restored on account of such exemption.

6. Period and number of chances for passing Examination. -A Clerk

,Typist shall be required to pass the Examination within three chances
and within nine years of his continuous service. -

7. Effect of passing Examination on seniority.-A Clerk Typist who
has passed the Examination in accordance with the provision of rule 6,
shall retain his original seniority. If he fails to pass the Examination
within three chances and nine years, then he will lose his seniority to all
those Clerk Typists who have passed or are exempted from passing of
the Examination, before him, as well as to those Clerk Typists who are
senior to'him and who may pass the Examination after him; but within
prescribed period and chances specified in these rules.

8, Chances for appearing Examination.-Subject to the provisions

of rules 6 and 7, a Clerk Typist may avail any number of chances for
appearing the Examination.

9. Examination when to be held and language of papers.-The
Commissioner of a division shall conduct the Examination and ordinarily

- it shall be held twice in a year, on such dates and places, as may be decided
by him. The candidates shall answer the papers in Marathi language only.

10. Consequences wh£n examination not held.-If for any reason,
the Examination is not held in a particular half year, that period shall

be eYl'lded while computing the chances mentioned in rule 6.

12. Standard ofpassing.-The standard of passing the"
Examination shall be 50 per cent of the total marks, in each subject.

13. Exemption in subject.-A Clerk Typist who fails to pas~he
. Examination but secured 55 per cent or !ll°re marks in any subject, shall

be exempted from passing for that subject at any subsequent Examination.
The candidate who has secured exemption in any subject, has to specifically
claim it at the time of appearing at any subsequent Examination by
applying for it and if the exemption is not so claimed, it will be presumed
that the candidate has not availed of such exemption.

14. Credit.-(I) A Clerk Typist who passes the Examination in firs!
attempt and secures 70 per cent or more marks in any paper, an entl")
regarding his performance in that paper shall be recorded in his Confidetia
Record;

(2) A Clerk Typist who passes the examiQ.ation in all papers at one.
" and the same time and secures 70 per cent or more ofthe aggregate marl

shall be considered to have passed the examination with credit and ill
entry regarding his performance shall be recorded in his confidential record;1

Provided that, a Cler~ Typist who has secured an exemption in an!
subject, in accordance with the provisions of rule 13, and passed th
Examination at any subsequent attempt in the remaining subjects shaJ
not be considered to have passed the Examination with credit.
